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14 December 2010, The Planting Day of the Labyrinth of Art
Yesterday, on 14 December 2010, it was bustling from the early morning at the end of the Fužine district: the beginning of planting activities in the Labyrinth of Art, a new, very special park. Beside the professional gardening team and collaborators of Exodos, the producer of the project, there was Venelin Shurelov, Bulgarian artist who has concieved the project; custodians and honorary custodians of individual trees; and reporters, of course. Temperature well below zero degrees Celzium did not disturb the visitors nor spoil the ambience: sunshine, snow, trees, laughter, good vibration and eagerness to work attracted quite a number of people. Among others, a tree was planted by the youngest custodian, two-years old Ivana who got her tree as a present from her parents stating that they wanted her to have something beautiful and natural to take care of, something that will grow and develop along with her. From day to day, the number of custodians and stories behind these "adoptions" of 287 Canadian hemlocks planted in the park are growing and becoming increasingly varied and interesting.

The Labyrinth of Art offers itself to people wanting to get rid of dailiness, to come to themselves – during a walk and/or reading along the winding path under the tree crowns. A covered reading shelter will be placed at the heart of the labyrinth, benches and dustbins along the path, and there will be a selection of thoughts engraved here and there, ideas that everybody can contribute (see www.labirint-umetnosti.si). 

Among the honorary custodians, trees were planted yesterday by Ljubljana Mayor Zoran Janković, Vice-Mayor Janez Koželj, Vice-Mayor Jani Möderndorfer, Minister of Culture Majda Širca, Minister of Health Dorjan Marušič, and Director of Cankarjev Dom Mitja Rotovnik. The Labyrinth of Art is being created under the auspices of the Municipality of Ljubljana in the framework of the Ljubljana-World Book Capital, and the Ministry of Culture of the Republic of Slovenia, as well as with the support of custodians of trees and othe sponsors.
